	Maths
	Year 1
*Multiplication and division-Solve one step problems involving multiplication and division, by calculating the answer using concrete objects, pictorial representations and arrays.
*Fractions-Recognise, find and name a half as one of two equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.
-Recognise, find and name a quarter as one of four equal parts of an object, shape or quantity.
Year 2
* Fractions-Recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3, ¼, 2/4 and ¾ of a length, shape set of objects or quantity. Write simple fraction for example, ½ of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and ½  
*Measurement-Choose and use appropriate standard units to estimate and measure length/height in any direction (m/cm); mass (kg/g); temperature (oc); capacity (litres/ml) to the nearest appropriate unit, using rulers, scales, thermometers and measuring vessels.
-Compare and order measurements using >, < and =
-Recognise symbols for £ and pence-combine amounts.
-Compare and sequence intervals of time.
-Tell and write the time to five minutes.

	Animals including humans
Year 1
*Name the parts of the human body that they can see.
*Draw & label basic parts of the human body.
*Identify the main parts of the human body and link them to their senses.
*Classify animals by what they eat (carnivore, herbivore, omnivore)
Year 2
*Describe what animals need to survive.
*Explain that animals grow and reproduce.
*Explain why animals have offspring which grow into adults.
*Describe the life cycle of some living things.
*Explain the basic needs of animals, including humans for survival? (water, food, air)

	Geography:
Where do different animals live?
-What are the 7 continents? Can they name them and locate them on a map/globe? (Year 2)
-From the information the children have researched in English about the animals- Gorilla, Emperor penguin, Red panda, African elephant, seagulls (Yr1), Swallows (Yr 2) children will:
Understand that some of these continents have significant hot and/or cold areas.
Describe specific human and physical features in these landscapes.
Use specific place knowledge to describe the habitat of the above animals.
-Year 1 will have the continents introduced through each animal they research.
-Year 2-look at migration. They will:
Find out about the swallow and learn about animal migration.
Give reasons why animals travel huge distances.
Explain the continents and landscapes that a swallow passes over its yearly migration.
