	Historical enquiry

Nursery-Use words such as: how, why, because?

Reception-Use words such as: how, why, because, find out, I wonder what/if/when/why?

	-Identify one way we can find out about history, e.g. interviews, pictures, objects or museums.
-Start to ask own questions to find out about the past, e.g. ask parents/ grandparents what life was like when they were 5 years old.
-Can interview people they know, asking perceptive questions about famous people, events and places in the area.
-Explore events, look at pictures and ask and answer questions such as 'Which things are old and which are new? What are people doing?' 
-Look at objects and photographs from the past and ask and answer questions 'what is it? Who would of used it in the past? What was it used for?' 
 
	-Know the story of events can be explored through pictures, maps, museum visits, artefacts and first-hand accounts (diaries).
